The Dorset Naga pepper (Capsicum chinense) is a variety of chili pepper grown in West Bexington, Dorset England. It was claimed in March 2006 to be the world's hottest chile. It was developed by Michael and Joy Michaud from the Naga Morich or Naga jolakia chile, a 2 cm long habanera chile cultivar from Bangladesh. The pepper is roughly cone-shaped, about 2 cm wide at the shoulder and up to 4 cm long, though the size can be smaller. It is green when unripe and turns red at maturity.  On October 20, 2006, a Dorset Naga tested at 1,598,227 Scoville Heat Units.
